ELEVATOR MAINTENANCE CONTRACT

BID SPECIFICATIONS

Propose to furnish Maintenance on the following elevators in the Penn Towers Senior Citizen Building:


2 – Otis Passenger Elevators 

Under the Contract company will maintain the elevator equipment herein described on the following terms and conditions:

1. Regular and systematically examine, adjust lubricate as requires and if conditions warrant repair or replace:

Machine, motor, generator and controller parts, worm, gear, thrust, bearings, brake magnet coil, or brake motor, brake shoes, brushes, motor windings, commutator, rotating element, contacts, coils, resistance for operating and repairing motor circuits, magnet frames and other mechanical parts.  

2. Renew guide shoe GIBS or guide rollers when this is necessary to insure smooth and quiet operation. 

3. Renew all wire ropes as often as is necessary to maintain an adequate factor of safety and repair or replace conductor cables.  

4. Furnish lubricants as required.

5. Examine periodically all safety devices and governors and make a customary annual no load safety test.  

All work is to be performed during regular working hours of our regular working days unless otherwise specified.  

This contract should include emergency adjustment callback service during regular working hours.  

This term of the contract should be two-year intervals.  Either party may terminate this agreement at the end of the year with a thirty day written notice.  

Contract price should be billed monthly to the Penns Grove Housing Authority.  

The Penns Grove Housing Authority is soliciting bids for a maintenance contract for the (2) Otis Passenger Elevators at Penn Towers South.  

All services will be provided in accordance with Penns Grove Housing Authority’s Elevator Maintenance Contract Specifications. 
Vendor must submit a Business Registration Certificate and proof of Workmen's Compensation and Employer’s Liability Insurance in accordance with the laws of the state of New Jersey.
Vendor must possess all applicable licenses and must not be suspended or otherwise prohibited from professional practice by any Federal, State or Local Agency. 
Contractors are required to comply with the requirements of P. L. 1975 Chapter 127 (N.J.A.C. 17:27). 

The Authority reserves the right to reject any and all proposals, if it is in the best interest of the Authority to do so.  The Contractor submitting the proposal that is most advantageous to the Authority with factors including but not limited to price and experience, shall be awarded the work. 
Interested firms shall submit one original proposal to Catherina Rutland, Executive Director, Penns Grove Housing Authority, 40 S. Broad Street, Penns Grove, NJ 08069 no later than 2PM prevailing time on Wednesday, May 22, 2024 by mail or delivery. The proposals must be sealed in an envelope clearly marked “Elevator Services”. 

All packages must include: a signed Stockholder Disclosure Certification, a signed Non-Collusion Affidavit, a Business Registration Certificate, proof of Workmen's Compensation and Employer’s Liability Insurance, and a signed form HUD-5369-A, Representations, Certifications and Other Statement of Bidders, and Certification of Non-Involvement Prohibited Activities in Russia or Belarus form. 

The term of this engagement shall be for a 24 month period beginning July 1, 2024 and ending June 30, 2026 unless 30 days written notice is provided by either party.

During the performance of this contract, the contractor agrees as follows:
